Oxford Sandy and Black
Also known as the ‘Plum Pudding Pig’ and the
‘Oxford Forest Pig’, the Oxford Sandy and Black
has existed for over 300 years. Its skin colour
varies from light sandy to rust with dark blotches.
It enjoys woodland foraging and rough grazing.

Berkshire
One of the UK’s oldest breeds, the Berkshire is
said to have existed prior to the English Civil War
in the mid 17th century. The modern Berkshire
is a docile pig, ideal for smallholders. It is black
with six white points: feet, nose and tail.

Tamworth
Believed to be the oldest living relative of the
English Forest Pig, the Tamworth originated in
Staffordshire in the early 19th century. A tough
breed that thrives outdoors, it has a distinctive
colouring ranging from pale ginger to auburn.

Gloucestershire Old Spots
The world’s oldest pedigree spotted pig, the
Gloucestershire Old Spots probably resulted 
from crossing a Gloucester with a Berkshire. 
Originally known as the ‘Orchard Pig’, this breed 
likes to graze orchards for windfall apples.

Welsh
The Welsh came to prominence in the 1950s 
when it was identifi ed as one of the three major 
breeds on which the modern pig industry should 
be based. White, lop-eared and renowned for its
well-developed hams, it is the native pig of Wales.

British Saddleback
The British Saddleback was established in 1967
with the amalgamation of two similar breeds: the
Wessex Saddleback from the New Forest and the
Essex from East Anglia. A hardy breed, noted for
its keen grazing, it is well suited to outdoor life.

Post Offi ce Limited fi rst trialled a new generation of self-service 
postage machines in 2008. Self-adhesive stamps, which are 
overprinted with the postage on demand, featured the profi le of 
The Queen created by Arnold Machin that appears on UK defi nitive 
stamps. In 2010, pictorial Post & Go designs were introduced.
