The issue, honouring the ‘senior service’, features Naval
uniforms and comprises six stamps and a prestige stamp book. The stamps,
like the Army and RAF Uniform sets of 2007 and 2008, are printed as se-
tenant triptychs — three 1st class and three gop stamps. Each stamp bears
an illustration by the artist Graham Turner, representing the many Naval
uniforms since the 18th century. The Queen’s silhouette and value/service
indicator are positioned top right on all six stamps.

The stamps were designed by Atelier Works and printed in litho by Car-
tor. For an article on Atelier Works, Graham Turner and the designing of
the RaF Uniforms stamps see the September 2008 Bulletin.

FirsT DAY FACILITIES The FDC envelope has been designed by Atelier
Works.
