Pub Signs stamps, and printed in litho by Walsall, size 41 X 3omm. Sheets
of 25 will be issued to Post Office branches; sheets of 50, with gutter mar-
gins, will be available from Post Office philatelic outlets and Royal Mail
Tallents House.
